® Follow all directions for operating the product.

@ Do not place it near a heat source. Avoid getting close to radiators, stoves and
other heat-generating equipment. Avoid long-term exposure to sunlight and high
temperature.

® This speaker has 2 modes: Bluetooth mode and TF card mode.

® Please note: When the music is paused for 10 minutes, the speaker will enter
sleep and shut down. To restart the speaker, press the power On/Off/Mode
button.

OPREATION INSTRUCTION

o Step 1
Long press the power button @ for 2 seconds, there will be a power-on prompt
sound. After power-on, the blue indicator light flashes quickly, and the speaker enters
the Bluetooth pairing state, and the default
volume is 80%. Each time the speaker is
turned on, the speaker will automatically

restore the default volume of 80%. @ @

Notice:
Inserting a TF card during Bluetooth playback will automatically switch to TF card
playback mode.

e Step 2
Turn on the Bluetooth function on your mobile phone or other Bluetooth device, and
then search for the speaker named MZ-500.
Connect with speakers.

Indicator Light

1. Search for MZ-500 speakers on the mobile phone;
2. Connect MZ-500 speakers;
3. Choose to play music through MZ-500 speakers.

eStep 3
After the pairing is successful, there will be a beep and the blue indicator light will be
on.

e Step 4
Play music on the phone. When playing music, the blue indicator light flashes slowly.

o Step 5
How to connect speakers with new equipment:
When connecting the speaker to the device, you can press and hold the Play/Pause/
Pairing button |> for 2 seconds to cut off the current connection and enter the
pairing state. Then, the blue indicator light will stay on and the speaker can be
connected to the new device.

Bluetooth devices

Note:
When Bluetooth is turned on, it will automatically reconnect, and it will turn off after
10 minutes without connection.

ging tips

1. When the battery is low, the speaker "low battery alarm” prompts, you need to
charge the speaker.

2. When charging, the red indicator light is always on, and the red indicator light is
off when it is fully charged.

3. Itis recommended to charge the product with lithium battery every three months
when not in use.

o Step 1
As picture 1 shows, pressing the
bulge of the holder, takeout the
speaker before installing the
holder.

e Step 2
As picture 2 shows, screw out
the screws from the holder.

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eStep 3

Put the non-slip mat 1 into the ring of the holder, fix the holder onto the bike through
the ring, and tighten the holder with screw which has been taken out in step 2.

Note:

If the steering axle is too thin and can not be fixed with only 1 non-slip mat, you can put
mat 1 & 2 into the ring, pass the steering axle through the ring, then tighten the holder
with screw. If the holder is still loose, you can fold the non-slip mat 2, and put the mat 1
& folded mat 2 into the ring, pass the steering axlethrough the ring, then tighten the
holder with screw.

o Step 4
After installing the holder, you can push the
speaker into the holder. Upon hearing a click,
the speaker is installed well.

CONNECTION MEMORY FUNCTION OF THE SPEAKER

® The speaker will automatically connect to the last paired device, in case that BT
function of the device is on, after turning the speaker on.

TEL FUNCTION OF THE SPEAKER

® Answer a call: When the speaker is connected to the mobile phone, if there is an
incoming call, you can short press the Play/Pause/Pairing button > to answer

it.

© Hang up the call: When the speaker is
connected to the mobile phone, you can
short press the Play/Pause/Pairing button
> to hang up during the call.

® Reject call: When the speaker is connected to the mobile phone, you can reject
the call by pressing and holding the Play/Pause/Pairing button

TF CARD MODE

After inserting the SD card, the speaker will
enter the TF card mode, you can short press

the power button @ to enter the mode @@

switch.

In TF card mode, when playing music, the blue indicator light flashes slowly.

Two speakers that have not been paired with TWS are turned on separately, and the
blue indicator light flashes.

Short press the Play/Pause/Pairing button
> " of any speaker twice to enter the @ @ GB
TWS pairing state. A\ _

After the pairing is successful, the blue indicator of the main speaker flashes, and the
blue indicator of the sub speaker is on. The speaker that initiates TWS pairing is the
main speaker.

Notice:
For the two speakers that have been paired successfully, short press Play/Pause/
Pairing button > of the main speaker twice again to disconnect the TWS.
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
